Term of Reference
Video Production On “Strengthening consumers’ awareness of Safe Agricultural Products”

ABOUT ALiSEA in Cambodia 
The Agroecology Learning Alliance in Southeast Asia (ALiSEA, https://alisea.org) is an open regional coalition of stakeholders promoting the agroecology transition in Southeast Asia which currently gathers over 200 member organizations from five countries: Cambodia, Laos, Myanmar, Thailand, and Vietnam and in Cambodia. 
In Cambodia, Development and Partnership in Action (DPA) hosts the National Secretariat of the Agroecology Learning Alliance in Southeast Asia (ALiSEA) and coordinates the network at the national level, with support from the PArTNER project led by Uni4Coop and Agroecology Promotion Program (APP) led by GRET. 
CONTEXT of the Project 
ALiSEA is organizing a digital campaign on “Strengthening Consumers’ Awareness of Safe Agricultural Products.” This campaign aims to raise consumers’ awareness of the importance of safe agricultural products in contributing to healthy living, sustainability, and support for farmers who produce these products.
The campaign will leverage digital tools to expand audience outreach by disseminating content through ALiSEA’s social media platforms, while also encouraging contributions from other members. The campaign is open to all members to contribute by developing and producing digital materials such as videos, posters, or flyers to promote their successful initiatives, best practices, and technical innovations related to the campaign topic. Moreover, the campaign will utilize digital platforms to broaden outreach and enhance the visibility of members’ initiatives.
To document the stories from the ground, ALiSEA seeks to hire TWO qualified video production teams to produce FOUR documentary videos (two videos per team) highlighting agroecology practices to increase public awareness and consumer confidence in safe agricultural products. 
SCOPE of Work 
The selected videographer/service provider will:
· Collaborate closely with ALiSEA members, and relevant stakeholders to plan and produce the video content related to agroecology and safe agricultural production.
· Conduct field visits and video shooting at project sites.
· Capture interviews, agroecology practices, community activities, and supporting footage.
· Capture high-quality video footage, audio, and supporting visuals.
· Edit and finalize the video with appropriate subtitles, transitions, graphics, logos, background music, and narration (if required). This needed to collaborate with ALiSEA team. 
· Incorporate feedback from the project team during the review process.

Deliverables
The videography service provider is expected to deliver:
· Short documentary video (approximately 4–7 minutes) showcasing agroecology practices and safe agricultural production.
· High-quality edited video in formats suitable for online dissemination, presentations, and social media platforms. 
· Raw footage and editable source files upon completion of the assignment.
· English subtitles (and Khmer subtitles if required).

ALiSEA’s Support 
· Coordinator with members to identify filming locations, beneficiaries, Consumer awareness messages, and interview subjects.
· Collaborate with member to produce the video outline/script for approval before filming.
· Support the Travel expense for Maximum 2 people during field visit by following DSA travel policy. 

Duration of Assignment
The assignment is expected to be completed mid-June 2026.  

Required Qualifications
The service provider should have:
· Proven experience in videography and documentary video production.
· Experience working with agriculture, agroecology, and rural development. Journalists/content creators who have received training on agroecology with ALiSEA are encouraged. 
· Strong storytelling, filming, and video editing skills.
· Ability to work collaboratively with field teams and local communities.

Submission of Application
Interested applicants are requested to submit a detailed activity and budget proposal for the proposed assignment, excluding travel expenses, accommodation costs, and meals during the field mission. (DPA-ALiSEA could support TWO People for travel expenses, accommodation costs, and meals during the field mission).
